Families that need transportation will need to follow the instructions, listed below, for their
specific zoned home school district to submit the request. Most districts require parents to go to

the district office, in person, to register their child for transportation to and from Albany
Leadership Charter School for Girls.

District-provided transportation follows their specific district academic calendar.
Transportation will not be provided to ALCS students on days their home school district

is not open.
Please be sure to note which location your child will be attending as we now have two separate
building locations. ALCS Middle School is located at 75 Park Ave., Albany, NY 12202. ALCS

High School is located at 19 Hackett Blvd., Albany, NY 12208.
